How Long to Earn Your Associate Degree?

The more courses you take, the faster you get to the finish line.

• 2 YEARS if you take 5 courses (15 credit hours) per semester

• 3.5 YEARS if you take 3 courses (9 credit hours) per semester
• 5 YEARS if you take 2 courses (6 credit hours) per semester
